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Eligibility Requirements for Westpark Apartments

1. Mental Illness

A qualified professional must verify that the applicant’s mental illness is disabling and severe enough that it affects their daily living and persistent enough that it will reoccur over time. 

2. Homelessness

Eligibility is limited to those coming from a shelter or the street. Applicants must have an HMIS registration form and history from the Homeless Hotline (452-4363) showing previous homelessness.
3. Residents of Westpark Apartments must be single adults

HUD funding requires residents must be chronically homeless. HUD’s definition includes being a single disabled adult.

4. In 2008, income must be below $950 per month, and assets must be limited to a car, clothing and household items.

Each applicant must provide ICAN with income verification, such as:

· A copy of the Social Security award letter 

· A copy of OWF / ADC award letter 

· Receipts/stubs for employment, unemployment, self-employment, pension funds, alimony, etc.

· Information regarding savings and checking accounts, etc.

5. Support Provider

The Support Provider is a very important component of success in retaining housing.  The success of participants in this program depends a great deal on the type of support they receive from their Support Provider.  The Support Provider will be responsible for, working with their client for a minimum of 2½ years, or while living at Westpark.  

The Support Providers role is to:

· Accompany their client to all housing related appointments and re-certifications

· Ensure that their client follows through with all housing related program requirements 

· Act as a liaison between their client and ICAN, the landlord, and SMHA

· Be certain that their client follows through with all housing related appointments and submits proper paperwork as requested 

· Advocate for their client when necessary 

· Reinforce the terms of their client’s lease agreement to the client.

Referrals meeting all of the program requirements listed above may be eligible to live at Westpark.  

THE INITIAL REFERRAL MUST BE MADE BY THE SUPPORT PROVIDER, NOT THE APPLICANT.
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
